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Have you driven down Ash Street lately?  The 
Donna L. Vanier Children’s Center is under 
construction!  CAPS, Infant/Child Develop-
ment and Salina Child Care will be moving 
into this 26,000 sq ft. building within the year.  

The Salina Regional Health Foundation’s campaign successfully raised over $6 
million for the project. Since the start of the planning process for the new build-
ing in 2007, the CAPS staff has grown by 24%.  Current services are housed in 
three different buildings.  Needless to say, CAPS is thrilled to be a part of  this 
wonderful project and looks forward to adequate space for our family services.  

Board of Directors: 
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Respite child care provided for parents needing time away from the stresses of 
parent- ing young children. MOMS sessions are at St. John’s Lutheran Church.  149 children & parents were pro-
vided 2,012 sessions of respite care in 2010.    

8,022 children and families were served by CAPS in 2010.  Our mission of strengthening families was funded by 
$1,060,805.00 in grants, contributions, Salina Area United Way and fundraisers, a 2% increase over 2009. Continuing 
to be a great value for the donor dollar, CAPS operates on 7% administrative costs, investing 93% of revenue into di-
rect services for children and families. 

This classroom instruction for 3rd through 6th grade students gives teachers, victims and 
witnesses tools to use to reduce bullying in their classrooms.  3,401 students and teachers 

participated in this program in 2010.  Teachers rated the program “very good to excellent” learning experience.  

CAPS is grant administrator for the Saline County Smart Start grant, an early childhood quality 
improvement initiative working to ensure that all Saline County children enter school ready to 

learn.  By providing wage bonuses to child care providers, we’ve lowered child care staff turnover rates. 287 child 
care providers have received college scholarships in early childhood education since the program’s inception.. 

In 2010, 145 children and their non-offending caregivers received advocacy services. 
This nationally-accredited center reduces trauma young victims of abuse experience by 
limiting interviews as their case moves through the legal process and provides advocacy 

and support for the victim and their caregivers.  A multidisciplinary team of nine agencies coordinate the investigative, 
medical and advocacy services for children seen at the center. (a 10% increase)

 empowers children ages 4-8 to trust their feelings, teaches them about good 
touch/bad touch and to never keep secrets about touching.  3,112 Saline and Ottawa 

County children & their teachers in preschools, centers and elementary schools participated in 
Happy Bear in 2010.  91% of children participating comprehended the learning objective.  

55 parenting classes were taught by CAPS in 2010.   Additionally, CAPS partnered with 
the Health Department and Salina Family Health Cares to provide monthly parenting classes for� prenatal clients at 
SFHC. Community Family Connections partners (Heartland Programs, CAPS, Ashby House and Salina Housing Au-
thority) provided 45 parenting, financial health and nutrition classes at Heartland on Tuesday evenings.   340 parents 
(unduplicated) attended classes in 2010.   An additional 62 parents received in-home one-on-one parenting in-
struction from CAPS.  1,599 total units of parenting instruction were provided in 2010. 

Home-based services for English and Spanish-speaking families including social work case 
management, support and guidance from a mentor, parenting education, family counseling and advocacy services for 
victims of abuse. 1,084 parents & children in 367 families received 2,301 home visits in 2010.  (an 8% increase)

You are more likely to be an influence in your children’s lives if you work to create a warm, open relation-
ship with them.  It doesn’t happen overnight, but you can create the type of atmosphere in which your child 
will feel comfortable confiding in you, sharing both joys and concerns. 
 
Here are some suggestions that may help you: 
· Work to improve communication in your home.  Spend time together as a family—all of you.   
      If you children resist conversation about their lives, try to make the setting relaxed.  Work on a project  
      together, such as baking cookies, raking leaves, or running errands.  The awkwardness of “Let’s sit and  
      talk about you,” becomes a natural conversation over a shared task. 
· Make your conversation non-threatening. 
      Rather than saying, “Don’t hang out with that kid,” say something like, “I’ll bet you’re a good influence  
      on your friend.”  Ask questions, and help your child come up with decisions on his or her own.  Use  
      praise throughout the process as your child works to make those decisions. 
· Listen to your child. 
      Give your child your full attention without thinking about what you're going to say next.  Let your child 
      know that he or she can bring up any subject.  When there are problems, make sure you address what’s  
      really happening, not what you fear might be going on.  Talk about what has been learned.  
· Do things with your child. 
      Share your time:  eat meals together, play games, watch TV, or go places with your child.  Kids thrive on 
      attention and acceptance.  It is vital to be around to listen to, praise, or console them.
